» « Keep a record of when and where you got your seeds and plants; the dates you plant, thin, and fertilize; any
problems; when you harvest veggies and how much.

» « Take photos from the start to the completion (Black & White or Color) showing your progress.

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Did you know...

*There are more than 700 species of butterflies are found in North
America.

«Adult butterflies range in size from the half-inch pigmy blue found
in southern California to the giant female Queen Alexandra's
birdwing of New Guinea, which measures about 10 inches from
wing tip to wing tip.

«Butterfly tarsi or "feet" possess a sense similar to taste. Contact
with sweet liquids such as nectar causes the proboscis to uncoil.

Plants that accommodate all stages of the insect life cycle will help
bring butterflies to your yard. Also, remember to refrain from using
insecticide products in or near the butterfly garden.
